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Adjunct faculty may not accept private remuneration from students currently enrolled in their classes for 
tutoring. Private tutoring for which adjunct faculty receive a fee is not permitted on campus; College equipment 
may not be used for such private tutoring. Students not enrolled in an adjunct faculty member’s class, for which 
an adjunct faculty member receives a fee for tutoring, are not permitted to be tutored on campus.
